ReportCard2.0 – RollOver

There are two types of rollover, a new year rollover, and a mid year rollover. A mid year rollover can be slightly different in that you may wish to preserve some of the reporting data.

New Year RollOver

Step 1.

Create a location on your schools server to store the archive. Even if you don’t care about the archive because you have a system for backing up your databases, you need somewhere the ReportCard2.0 thinks it’s going to archive the data too.

Step 2

In ReportCard2.0, go to Administration ( Data Tools ( Roll Over
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Roll Over

Step 3

Choose the Second Option (Selected by default)

Click OK
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Step 4 

Here you will select a location to Archive the database that is currently opened. In this example it is the database in the Active folder. As per the screen shot in Step 1
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Click OK

You will be prompted for the folder to copy the currently opened database too, for archiving
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Because we were in Semester 1, 2010 we are archiving the Semester 2, 2009 database, will use the Semester 2, 2009 database as the basis for the Semester 1, 2010 database. Some schools have a process where they will roll a semester 1, 2009 database over for Semester 1, 2010, and will roll a semester 2, 2009 for semester 2, 2010. For schools using a separate database for each Year of students, will have to perform a roll over for each database.
Once you click OK, ReportCard2.0 will copy the database to the location specified and perform the rollover.
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You will be prompted to give a name to the Rolled Over database, something meaningly, like 
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Will help you should you need to reprint a report or look at the data for some reason.

Step 5

You need to restart ReportCard2.0
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Step 6

Logging into ReportCard2.0 after a rollover.

There is a little gotcha when logging into ReportCard2.0 for the first time after a rollover. ReportCard2.0 remembers the last database you had opened, so will present you with the database you just ARCHIVED, you will need to look at the list and choose the name of the “active” database. In the case of the databases in the structure as per Step 1, this is the “Active” database
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You may encounter some Error Dialogs the first time you login. Ok out of them, and you should see something similar to this
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If you don’t see this screen, you may have to Force an update to the database. You do this by right clicking on the OK button on the login screen (you still need to select a database and enter a username and password as normal) A wizard will appear, just OK through the wizard.
